Premiere of Animal vs. Animal: an Aesop’s Fables mashup by Steve Yockey.
Commissioned by MTC, this take on the classic Aesop’s Fables comes to life on stage in
elementary schools from February 22 through March 28, 2010. In addition, public
performances will take place in MTC’s Lieberman Theatre March 20, 21, 27, and 28 at
1PM.

Edna and Irwin are the best Aesop's Fables touring team around, but the “animal magic”
is starting to wear thin. Can these astoundingly mismatched personalities really survive
as a duo? Can stories like The Tortoise & The Hare save the day? Will Edna and Irwin
even make it through today's performance? Animal vs. Animalis a 45-minute
performance for children grades K—6 and their families.

MTC commissioned this new adaptation of Aesop’s Fables from playwright Steve
Yockey for its School Tour program. Steve is also a playwright-in-residence at MTC this
season through a National New Play Network grant, one of three National New Play
Network playwrights-in-residence in the U.S. He has had several plays produced in the
Bay Area including his new play Large Animal Games at Impact Theatre in November
2009, and Octopus co-produced by Encore Theatre Company and Magic Theatre in
2008.

Director Josh Costello is MTC’s Artistic Director of Expanded Programs. Last season,
he directed the hit production of Athol Fugard’s My Children! My Africal and the School
Tour production of The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe.

The cast includes Danielle Levin, seen in MTC’s recent production of My Name is
Asher Lev, and Patrick Jones who makes his MTC debut after numerous productions in
New York and around the U.S.
